The renegotiated Lease based on the 1991 agreement will significantly reduce the theatre’s access to the auditorium during term-time/curriculum hours.

The following assumes that the Merlin has access to the theatre on Mondays to Wednesdays but on Thursdays and Fridays is limited to after 1.20pm during term-time.
It looks at the programme for 2008/09 and compares what would not have been be possible with these restrictions. Productions and events that couldn’t take place have been highlighted in red.
I’ve not included film as these should be unaffected nor have I included all the workshops that happen after school, during half term and college holidays with the exception of the summer schools.

The agreement currently being negotiated via the new Lease proposes further restrictions from 8.30am to 4.15pm on all school days as per the original contract.
